In the making since 2020, the Good Samaritan Food Donatlon B111 is set to be
tabled in the latter half of 2024.

Singapore saw 813, 000 tonnes of wasted food in 2022 alone — nearly a 30%
increase over the past decade. Yet, the nation’s food insecurity has also risen. The
prevalence of moderate or severe food insecurity in the populatlpn rose from
2.8% between 2014 and 2016 to 6.6% between 2020 and 2022. | |

Through cqnsultatlons with MPs, industry players, ‘non-governmental
organisations, social enterprises and grassroots leaders, liability waivers were
- found to be one of the most pressing concerns. ‘ —

Currently, Slngapore lacks comprehenswe hablhtyr protection forﬁodﬂonors,
relying instead on indemnity forms. While food poisoning incidents from food
donations remain limited, potential legal and reputation repercussions can be
highly damaging. By introducing legal safeguards, the Bill aims to incentivise
businesses to donate surplus food. e ‘

Nevertheless, this safeguard comes with strmge condltlons that continue to

uphold food safety standards and respon51b1e‘ donatlon practices. Under the

proposed legislation, donors must ensure that thew fo d they offer is safe and

suitable for consumption upon leaving their pqsseg ion. Additionally, recipients -
must be informed of handling requirements and consumption time limits.

“If we are in a position to help, why not?”

On 19 February 2024, Fikri Hakim’s day began like any other until a peculiar scent
disrupted his routine and stirred concern. Little did he know, this moment would
lead him down a heroic path.

“The smell of smoke was wafting out from a unit,” he recalled. It triggered his
instincts and he sprang into action. “I quickly assessed the situation, pinpointed the
source of smoke and rushed downstairs.”

When he found the unit empty, he quickly reported the incident to emergency services
and warned neighbours. “T asked the neighbours to close their windows as I recalled
most fire deaths are not caused by burns, but by smoke inhalation,” shared Hakim.

In his composure, he spotted a fire hose reel nearby, pulled it to the unit, and
directed it towards the suspected source of fire.

Reflecting on the experience, he admitted, “It was lucky I had some knowledge on
what to do in such circumstances. But even with my background, I've never dealt
with actual fires. It was very scary.”

As the smoke cleared and calm returned, Hakim emphasised the importance of fire
preparedness: “With already a few fire outbreaks in Nee Soon, I think it is important
that we equip ourselves with some basic fire knowledge.”

Hakim also highlighted the importance of community spirit. “We have a WhatsApp
group for our estate, so we have been able to communicate, warn and help each other
out in cases like this,” he shared. Even as he is being recognised as a Hero of Nee
Soon, he humbly attributes it to instinct and duty. He emphasised: “We should all
have that kampung spirit to help one another. In emergencies, our neighbours are
always our first point of contact. We have to look out for one another.”

As the affected family recovers from the incident, Hakim’s story reminds us of the
strength of unity and compassion in our community.

Drawing from his experience, Hakim shares some advice to fellow residents:

Equip your household with a fire
extinguisher to swiftly contain small fires.

Opt for safer alternatives to open flames,
such as candle heaters, to reduce fire
risks.

“Jikalau kita dapat membantu, mengapa tidak?”

Pada 19 Februari 2024, Fikri Hakim memulakan harinya seperti biasa sehingga suatu bau yang pelik
mengganggu rutinnya dan ini membangkitkan keprihatinannya. Tanpa diketahuinya, saat tersebut akan
menyebabkannya mengambil tindakan wiraan.

“Bau tersebut sebenarnya dari asap yang tertiup dari beberapa tingkat di bawah,” kenangnya. Hal ini
telah mencetuskan nalurinya supaya bertindak dengan segera. “Saya menilaikan keadaan tersebut secepat
mungkin, mengenal pasti asal asap tersebut lalu bergegas turun ke bawah.”

Apabila beliau mendapati bahawa unit itu kosong, beliau terus melaporkan kejadian tersebut kepada
perkhidmatan kecemasan dan memberi amaran kepada jiran-jirannya. “Saya menasihati jiran-jiran saya supaya
menutup tingkap mereka. Ini adalah kerana saya teringat bahawa kebanyakan kematian kebakaran bukan akibat
melecur, tetapi oleh penyedutan asap,” kongsi Hakim.

Secara tenang, beliau terlihat segulung gelendong hos bomba dekat dengannya, tarik hos tersebut ke unit terjejas,
dan mengarahkannya ke sumber kebakaran yang disyaki itu.

Merenungi semula pengalamannya, beliau mengakui, “Nasib baik saya ada sedikit pengetahuan mengenai
tindakan yang perlu diambil dalam keadaan sebegitu. Meskipun dengan latar belakang saya, saya tidak pernah
menangani kebakaran secara langsung. Ia amat menggerunkan.”

Setelah asap tidak lagi kelihatan dan keadaan kembali aman seperti biasa, Hakim menekankan peri
pentingnya persediaan menghadapi kebakaran: “Setelah tercetus beberapa kebakaran di Nee Soon,
saya rasa adalah penting bagi kita dalam melengkapkan diri kita dengan pengetahuan asas
mengenai kebakaran.

Hakim turut menekankan kepentingan semangat kemasyarakatan. “Kita mempunyai grup
WhatsApp untuk estet kita, jadi kita dapat berhubung, memberi amaran, dan membantu
antara satu sama lain dalam keadaan sebegini,” beliau berkongsi. Meskipun beliau diiktiraf
sebagai seorang wira Nee Soon, beliau dengan rendah diri menganggapnya sebagai satu

naluri dan kewajipan. Beliau menekankan: “Kita semua patut mendirikan semangat

kampung untuk saling membantu. Dalam keadaan kecemasan, jiran kitalah yang akan
dihubungi dalam saat terawal. Kita mesti menjaga antara satu sama lain.”

Works to alleviate traffic congestion around the Yishun Dam road junction have
started! The rapid development of several new Build-To-Order flats in Nee Soon
Link, Nee Soon East, and Sembawang has amplified traffic volume around the Yishun
Dam road junction. This issue, highlighted by Nee Soon GRC MP Mr Derrick Goh in
Parliament in 2022, spurred collaborative action with the Land Transport Authority.

The road junction at Yishun Ave 1 and 8 will be expanded, and the traffic layout along
Seletar West Link and West Camp Road will be reconfigured. This will expedite vehicle
flow at critical junctions, promising a smoother commute along the dam.

In addition, a new park connector will be constructed along Yishun Ave 8 and 1 to
promote an active and green lifestyle while improving safety. Complementing the
road traffic improvements, one new bus stop will also be added at Yishun Ave 1 while
existing bus stops in the area will be enhanced. Residents can thus anticipate optimised
accessibility and convenience.

In tandem with these developments, stringent mitigation measures are being
implemented to minimise potential disruptions. Tree and environmental management
and noise control will ensure resident welfare throughout the process. The
improvement work will also be executed in two stages to minimise inconvenience to
road users.

Amidst the urban sprawl of our town, community gardens bloom abundantly, representing a shared
commitment to sustainability and community cohesion. With Singapore’s growing emphasis on
sustainability, these green spaces have become integral in promoting eco-friendly practices and
cultivating connections among residents.

Gardeners from Orchid Vista Community Garden, Mei Oh, Long Chune and Joseph Cheang, shared
how they practice eco-consciousness within the garden and beyond.

“Most of the things here are not purchased. We use food waste from around town for our compost and
pest repellents. Even most of our plants and seeds are obtained through donations by sharing about our
initiative around town, or by nature in the form of bird droppings,” Mei revealed.

Underscoring the garden’s commitment to eco-friendly practices, Chune added, “We don’t involve
chemicals. Everything here is natural.”

Through resourcefulness and creative solutions, the gardeners have transformed the garden into a
thriving ecosystem for the community. Waste from the community feeds the garden, while the fruits of
the garden are given back to the community. “Besides distributing them at green events and to residents
who visit our garden, we also harvest for the needy by working with ComCare,” Mei shared.

Moreover, the garden serves as a hub for education and awareness for the community. To intrigue
visitors, it features superfoods such as moringa. “They are a good starting point to converse with visitors
about gardening, the environment, and what can be done for sustainability,” Joseph elaborated.

However, sustainability extends beyond the confines of the garden. Chune leads by example, advocating
for waste reduction and energy conservation in her daily life. From separating waste to educating
kindergarteners about the importance of sustainability, Chune embodies the ethos of living in harmony
with the environment.

As Orchid Vista continues to blossom, the gardeners advise residents to start small in our sustainability
journey. As Joseph aptly summarised, “Small actions accumulate, and you’ll ultimately reap what you
put in.” Indeed, every seed of sustainability sown today yields a bountiful harvest of hope for tomorrow.
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Reduce waste by being more conscious of your purchases
and buying only what you need.

Properly sort your waste and utilise waste-separating bins
to support Singapore’s efforts towards efficient recycling
systems.

Incorporate sustainability practices into your daily routines
and habits to make a lasting impact on the environment.

Join a sustainability-focused community to foster
accountability and shared responsibility in practising
sustainable living.

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Sejajar dengan perkembangan pesat bandar kita, kebun-kebun masyarakat
“mekar” dengan banyaknya, melambangkan komitmen bersama terhadap
kemampanan dan perpaduan masyarakat. Selaras dengan peningkatan
penekanan kepada kemampanan di Singapura, kawasan hijau ini telah menjadi
pusat mempromosikan amalan mesra alam dan memupuk jalinan perhubungan
antara para penduduk.

Para pekebun daripada Kebun Masyarakat Orchid Vista, Mei Oh, Long Chune,
dan Joseph Cheang, berkongsi cara-cara mereka mengamalkan kesedaran mesra
alam di dalam dan luar kebun.

“Kebanyakan barang-barang di sini tidak dibeli. Kami menggunakan sisa
makanan dari seluruh bandar untuk dijadikan kompos dan pencegah serangga
perosak. Bahkan, kebanyakan tanaman dan biji benih kami turut diperolehi
melalui sumbangan derma hasil daripada perkongsian mengenai inisiatif kami di
seluruh bandar, atau secara semulajadi iaitu penggunaan najis burung,” ujar Mei.

Menekankan komitmen kebun tersebut terhadap amalan mesra alam, Chune
tambah, “Kami tidak menggunakan bahan kimia. Semuanya semulajadi.”

Menerusi pendekatan pintar dan penghuraian kreatif, para pekebun tersebut
telah menjadikan kebun mereka sebuah ekosistem yang berkembang maju untuk
masyarakat. Sisa-sisa daripada masyarakat dimanfaatkan kebun, dan hasil kebun
pula dikembalikan kepada masyarakat. “Selain pengedaran hasil kebun di acara
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hijau dan kepada penduduk yang mengunjungi kebun kita, kami juga menuai
untuk pihak yang memerlukannya melalui kerjasama dengan ComCare,” kongsi
Mei.

Tambahan lagi, kebun ini turut berperanan sebagai hab pendidikan dan
peningkatan kesedaran untuk masyarakat. Demi menarik perhatian para
pelawat, ia menampilkan tanaman khas makanan unggul atau “superfoods”
seperti moringa. “la merupakan peluang baik untuk memulakan perbualan
dengan para pelawat tentang perkebunan, alam sekitar, dan apa yang mereka
boleh lakukan bagi menjayakan usaha kemampanan,” jelas Joseph.

Namun, usaha kemampanan juga dihidupkan di luar batas kebun. Chune
memimpin melalui teladan, memperjuangkan pengurangan sisa dan menjimatkan
tenaga dalam kehidupan harian beliau. Bermula daripada mengasingkan sisa
sehingga mendidik kanak-kanak di tadika tentang kepentingan kemampanan,
Chune menjadi contoh etos kehidupan mesra alam sekitar.

Sejajar dengan perkembangan Orchid Vista, para pekebun ini menasihati
para penduduk untuk mengambil langkah kecil dalam memulakan perjalanan
menuju kemampanan. Pesanan ringkas dan padat Joseph ini merangkumi
harapan bersama, “Sedikit-sedikit, lama-lama jadi bukit.” Sesungguhnya, setiap
biji benih kemampanan yang ditanam hari ini akan menghasilkan penuaian
harapan yang lumayan untuk hari esok.
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
